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Introduction  
 
The purpose of this document is to provide a basic specification and associated estimates 
to conduct preservation work on building A. This document may be used by the ABC 
group to apply for CPC grant money. It may not be disclosed to any third party without 
the written permission of Green and Robinson Inc. 
 
This report is broken down into two proposals. The first being necessary work to stabilize 
and seal the building from moisture ingress. The second is seen as longer term restoration 
work which can wait pending CPC approval of funding. 
 
Immediate repairs required.

Front door is cracked 
and weather damaged. 
Driving rain can enter 

the building. 
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·  Temporary patch leaks in the roof and chimney flashing. 
·  Remove siding and trim up four feet from the sills around the perimeter of the 

building. 
·  Replace rotted sills, corner posts and sheathing with period correct materials. 
·  Seal exposed areas with “Ice and Water” 
·  Temporarily seal window leaks.  
·  Restore front entrance door. 
·  Abate mold on the interior surfaces. 
·  Remove modern sheet rock around fireplace area. Replace with blueboard and 

skim coat to match original finish. 
 
Estimated stabilization cost $XYZ 
Note that if public money were used requiring prevailing wage the cost would be $XYZ 
 
 
 
Building A – Longer term restoration work. 
 
Roof 

·  Strip off old Shingles and prepare boards for new shingles.  
·  Replace any worn or rotted boards where necessary with 1” Spruce rough boards.  
·  Cover entire roof with Grace Ice and water to ensure moisture can not penetrate 

into the structure.  
·  Lay cedar breather mesh over roof area and then cover with approximately 4.6 sq 

of 18” #1 Perfections KD cedar shingles. 
·  Install a copper chimney cap. 

 
Cost $XYZ 
 
Siding 

·  Remove all existing shingle and clad board siding.  
·  Prepare boards for new siding.  
·  Replace or repair boards where necessary with 1” Spruce rough boards.   
·  Cover boards with Tyvek in preparation for new siding.  
·  Re-shingle using 18” #1 R&R pre-primed white cedar shingles and apply new 

clad boards using ½ X 6 cvg primed (no finger joints). Secure using stainless ring 
nails. 

·  Repaint / Stain using two coats of Exterior high quality latex. Color to be 
specified. 

·  Total area is approximately 9 sq.

Corner boards, Rake and Trim 
All corner boards need to be replaced. As can be seen in picture below the existing 
boards have been previously repaired and have rotted again.  
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

·  Remove all existing corner boards. 
·  Inspect Rake boards and all trim. Remove where necessary in full lengths. 
·  Replace Corner boards with 5/4 #2 primed pine. Secure using stainless ring nails. 

Approximately 90 lineal feet. 
·  Replace all rake boards and trim where required with 5/4 #2 primed pine up to 

approximately 100 lineal feet. 
·  Prime all bare wood using a high quality exterior paint such as Benjamin Moore 

or equivalent. Apply two coats of exterior Benjamin Moore or equivalent latex 
paint to all exposed surfaces. Color to be specified.

Windows 
The picture below shows the poor condition of the two rear windows along with the 
rotted and period incorrect sill.

Re-glazing is required 
in some areas.  
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·  Remove rotted sills on the rear two windows. 
·  Replace with custom fabricated period correct sills made from mahogany to 

minimize future rot. 
·  Re-glaze the existing sash’s where required. 
·  Prime all bare wood using a high quality exterior paint such as Benjamin Moore 

or equivalent. Apply two coats of exterior Benjamin Moore or equivalent latex 
paint to all exposed surfaces. Color to be specified. 

·  Make repairs to the window shutters as required. Repaint as above. 
·  To preserve the condition of the windows it is recommended that the frame 

exteriors are covered with a custom fabricated glass window barrier to prevent 
further weather damage.
